8.2 Exposure controls

Appropriate engineering controls

Provide good ventilation. Where reasonably practicable this should be achieved by the use of local exhaust ventilation
and good general extraction. If these are not sufficient to maintain concentrations of particulates and solvent vapour
below the OEL, suitable respiratory protection must be worn.
